This is the case file of Dr. Sun Yat-sen, the first President of the Republic of
China and “the Father of Modern China.” The profile tells the story of how Dr. Sun
successfully entered the U.S. using the identity of a Hawaiian-born citizen. He was in
the States for the second round of fund-raising and speeches.

“In history, most people who made an impact were able to act with reasonable
flexibility. For example, Wu Zhi Xu had to exit the check point in disguise and
Confucius had to dress up as a commoner in order to travel past the Country of Sung.
Since you’re doing this for the sake of saving our country, why not be flexible about

it?" said Yang Wen Ping, Party Comrade and fellow revolutionary, to Dr. Sun.

Chinese laborers from entering the United States and denied them naturalization. On
October 26, 1895, the first Guangdong uprising ended in failure. In November, Dr. Sun
became a wanted criminal by the Qing Government. In January, 1896, Dr. Sun tried to go

to Honolulu. At that time, the Qing government was actively searching for Dr. Sun and

On April 7, 1904, Dr. Sun arrived at San Francisco from Hawaii on the Korean
Steamer . He was detained by the Immigration office and ordered to return to Honolulu
on the same ship. The decision could be appealed. With the help of Chinese Americans,
a lawyer was hired to appeal for Dr. Sun. According to the act passed on April 30, 1900,

born citizens were ized as American Citizens. Three weeks later, the
Department of Commerce and Labor approved Dr. Sun’s right to reside in America.

After his release, Dr. Sun began ducting public activities for the ion. He

was denied entry because he said in his testimony that he had given up his American

Citizenship.

Sun indicated in his testimony that he was born in Ewa of Hawaii in 1870 and then
later brought back to China by his parents at the age of 3 or 4. In 1896, he used Section
6 traveler’s Shanghai certificate, which was issued in Shanghai, to enter San Francisco
and later on traveled from New York to the UK. In 1901, Sun returned to Honolulu as
a native born citizen. The immigration officer believed that “from his testimony, he
had given up his American citizenship and assumed the Chinese citizenship in 1895 or
1896. Then, he entered San Francisco using his Section 6 traveler’s Shanghai certificate.
Based on our understanding of American laws, we can only regard him as a Chinese

national.” ~ Sun’s entry was therefore denied and he was ordered to return to the port to

wait for the same ship that took him there for departure.

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Dr. Sun Yat-sen had a very diverse educational background. In addition to
traditional Chinese private schooling, he also had the opportunity to receive a
western education.
